SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS PROGRAM 
ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS FOR RE-APPLICANTS

1. To be eligible for the scholarship awards program:
· Undergraduate students must possess a C+ (2.5) GPA or above on a 4.0 grading system

· Graduate students must possess a B (3.0) GPA or above on a 4.0 grading system.

2. All applicants must be:

· A legal resident of Metro Louisville

· A citizen of the United States

3. The application process requires each applicant to:

· Submit the completed Re-Application via e-mail to kittykat710@att.net or by regular U.S. mail, typed or printed legibly.  (Incomplete applications will not be considered).

· Provide an official year end transcript from school attending.

· Submit by mail or hand delivery a non-returnable, recent photograph (no larger than 2 ½ x 3 ½ inches).  The photograph must be signed on the back and will be used in NAACP publications.

· Demonstrate financial need by submitting a copy of your (or parents’, if you are still considered a dependent on your parents’ income tax forms) Federal IRS Form 1040.  Students who exceed the income limitations may apply and compete for any available remaining funds.

· Be of good character and in good academic standing.

· Submit one new character reference on college letterhead from a college administrator or professor who has taught you.

**  If applicant is awarded a scholarship, he/she must attend the annual Scholarship Awards Reception unless excused by the Scholarship Committee Chair.

**  All required materials may be submitted via e-mail except the photograph, 1040 Tax Form and official transcript.

Finally, selection points are awarded for membership in the NAACP; however membership is not required for application consideration.

COMPLETE APPLICATIONS AND SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS MUST BE RECEIVED BY THE SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE NO LATER THAN JUNE 16, 2017.
